He has also starred in a
reoccurring role the television sitcom Mad About You and in 1990 his comedy special Wicker Chairs and
Gravity aired.

In September 2007, Wright released a follow-up to | Have a Pony, titled | Still Have a Pony. It was also
nominated for the Grammy Award for Best Comedy Album. Wright continues to do stand up performances
and only occasionally appears on late night talk shows.
